SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM 

Parishioners who would like to have 
their child baptized at St. Leo’s are 
requested to call Father Hahn at the 
Parish Office to personally schedule an 
appointment to meet with him to discuss 
this great Sacrament.

SACRAMENTAL PROGRAM 
  

Penance, Reconciliation and Holy Eucharist: Preparation for the Sacraments of Penance and 
Reconciliation and Holy Eucharist is a two-year program as prescribed by the Diocese of Harrisburg. To 
be eligible to receive this Sacrament, one must have completed the 1st Grade instruction and the 2nd 
Grade instruction at either our Parish Elementary School and/or our Parish School of Religious 
Education, or at another Catholic School, and be a member of our Parish. 
  

Confirmation: Preparation for the Sacrament of Confirmation is a two-year program as prescribed by 
the Diocese of Harrisburg. To be eligible to receive this Sacrament, one must have completed the 7th 
Grade instruction and the 8th Grade instruction at either our Parish Elementary School and/or our Parish 
School of Religious Education, or at another Catholic School, and be a member of our Parish. If a 
student has not complied with the above requirements for either the Reconciliation/Eucharist or 
Confirmation program, parents must meet with Father Hahn to make arrangements for the reception of 
the Sacrament.
